The School Day

The school day starts at 8:40am and finishes at 3:20pm. The class
teachers will open the door at 8:40am and the children will be welcomed
into their classrooms.

Picking up
If it is not going to be you picking up your child please tell the teacher if
possible in the morning and they will write it in the diary by our class door.

Reading
Your child will have a reading book and a reading diary.

We use a system of Reading Rockets in the class. The children
have their names on a label and we will move them up on the
class reading rockets for every 10 days that they read, which
should take about two weeks. If you could record in the diary
each day you hear your child read it will ensure that your child

moves up and their achievement gets recognised.
Reading diaries will be checked every Friday and your child will
stand up the following Friday if they have reached 100 reads.
Your child will have a sticker on the fron.t of their reading diary to

show which colour band they are on. Please ensure your child is
taking home the correct colour levelled book.
